The nominating committee for the coming year is as follows: Joanne Hartnit, Dale Koepka, Judy Porter, Ethyl
Sawyer and Bobbie Shiplett. Dale Koepka was elected chairman of the committee. If you or someone you
know is interested in running for office, please let one of the committee members know. We currently have
three Area Vice President positions open: West, Northwest, and Mid-west and are actively seeking
volunteers to fill them.

TO FEE OR NOT TO FEE, THAT IS THE QUESTION: There was a discussion during the
Perry rally about charging rally fees. That decision is made by the rally host and if there is a fee, it is
determined by how much is spent or estimated to be spent, divided by the number or estimated number of
participants. If possible, the fee should be determined and announced in advance of the rally. If not, it should
be announced that a fee may be charged and the amount will be determined after the money is spent and the
number of participants can be determined. If possible, an estimated fee or range should be announced in
advance of the rally.

If no fee is charged or if the fee is not sufficient to cover what has been spent, there is rarely a complaint! If
there are funds left over from a rally, it is decided by the host whether to refund the money to the participants,
not always easy to do, or to carry the money over to future area rallies. The money is not turned over to Sl,
but rather stays with the area.

Two of our standing rules apply to rally fees. Standing rule 5 states “The rally host shall make a written report
detailing funds received and expended. The report shall be supported by receipts and submitted to the

Sl president after the rally is completed.” Currently the only rally to adhere to this rule is the S| Dance Rally.
Standing rule 13 states “All monies processed by the Singles International Treasurer shall relate to general
Administration of National and International Convention affairs only.” In other words, the rallies should be
reported to the president, but no funds shall be submitted to SI. | hope this discussion will answer any
guestions you may have about rally fees.
