LAISSEZ LES BONS TEMPS ROULER 
 
“Let the good times roll” was what the 7 SI’s intended to do as they left Perry and headed through Alabama, Mississippi 
and Louisiana to enjoy 10 days in Cajun Country.  At Fontainebleau State Park we were joined by 3 others and the fun 
began.  Following a “day after St. Patrick’s Day” dinner prepared by Bob Hill, Judy Kitels, Donna Eggleston and Bobbie 
Shiplett we headed into New Orleans for the St. Joseph’s Parade which featured 600 (?) Italian men dressed in tuxedoes 
parading through the streets of the French Quarter throwing roses, beads and kisses to any female willing to be a 
recipient.  What an experience!  
The following morning the group headed into New Orleans for a day of beignets, muffalettas, and touring the Marketplace 
enjoying the uniqueness of the Quarter.  Due to Nancy Miller and Cynthia LePage and their past time spent in New 
Orleans, we were able to maneuver around with little trouble.  Thanks to Sybil Burke who flagged down a nice young man 
in the parking lot, we had no trouble getting a jump start when the battery died. 
During our second stop in Duson we took an Eco tour around Lake Martin and observed alligators, turtles, assorted birds 
and some outstanding scenery.  This was probably the highlight of the entire visit.  While in the area we toured an 
Acadian Village and learned something of the lifestyle of the Acadians once they settled in the area after being removed 
from Nova Scotia for religious reasons.  Having toured an Arcadian Village this summer in Nova Scotia, I was not 
surprised to find that the lifestyles were very similar and always maintaining a “joie de vive” (joy of living).

Another place of interest was Kelly’s Landing where we were entertained with Kelly’s stories, enjoyed the extensive John 
Deere collection and learned about the symbiotic relationship of rice and crawfish.  Once the rice fields are planted, 
harvested and flooded, the crawfish pots are placed in rows throughout the pond.  The task of collecting the “mud bugs” is 
done by one man maneuvering the boat with his feet while pulling the pots out of the water and empting the crawfish into 
a mesh bag. 
Kelly directed the group to Crowley City Hall which is housed in a restored building that was once an assembly plant for 
Ford.  Parts of Ford cars were shipped by train to this location and then assembled for selling.  This beautiful building is 
now the home of the Rice Interpretive Center, the J.D. Miller Music Museum as well and the Ford Automotive Museum. 
Our last stop was in Eunice which is often called the heart of Cajun Country.  According to most people familiar with the 
Cajun traditions, this is where the real Mardi Gras takes place.  Costumed participants ride horses through the countryside 
collecting (or stealing) chickens and assorted foods in order to prepare a meal for the community.  
Saturday morning we drove to Mamou to attend a live radio (KVPI 1050 AM) show that has been broadcast from Fred’s 
Lounge since 1960.  The band was great and there was even some room for dancing.  It was fun to be part of a historical 
event.  Saturday evening we attended another radio and TV live broadcast, “Rendezvous Des Cajuns”, at the Liberty 
Theater.  Later that night there was a Cajun Dance at our RV park, but I am not sure if anyone had the energy left to 
attend.  The caravan ended on Sunday with a Crawfish Festival in Eunice where everyone enjoyed the festivities along 
with assorted Cajun dishes such as Gumbo, Etouffee and Jambalaya.  (Pictures on the website:  fmca-si.com)
