It is an area or division of FMCA, not just any area, but it is the area to which the SI chapter
belongs. INTO was formed so that chapters like ours that have members all over the country and even out of the country can be a part
of an area. FMCA areas cover geographical sections of the country and chapters generally cover even smaller geographical areas,
such as states or parts of states or as in our case people with a common interest. Our commonality is being single, however, we are
spread throughout the US, Canada, and Mexico, hence we belong to the International Area (INTO) of FMCA.
Now this is where it gets confusing because FMCA has International Conventions that should not be confused with International Area
Rallies. FMCA has one International Convention each year. The ten FMCA areas, including the International Area (INTO), generally
have one “area” rally each year.
When the areas have large rallies, the member Chapters are expected to support the rallies by attending and volunteering. They, in
effect, are the hosts. Many of you have attended FMCA rallies and have seen or actually been one of the volunteers. Our chapter is
generally asked to volunteer at the INTO rally for food service. Volunteering gives SI members the opportunity to participate and be
recognized for our contributions. And you know what? | anticipate they will ask us to volunteer for food service at the next INTO Rally in
May 2011, and it would be nice to have a good turnout. It will be held in Goshen, IN in the middle of the US and Amish country. S| will
have a pre-rally and caravan from our Cloud 9 Missouri rally. You are invited to join us along the way or when we get to Goshen. So..
